1.	 Connect the SPEAKER OUT jack of the amp to the INPUT jack on the 
back on this cabinet.

*	 Only use speaker cable to connect the speaker. Do not use any shielded cable designed 
for use with guitars.

*	 Set up the cabinet so that the rubber feet are facing downward.

*	 To prevent malfunction and equipment failure, always turn down the volume, and turn 
off all the units before making any connections.
